Indonesia’s Strategic Framework will allow it 
to share in the economic benefits projected 
to result from the ASEAN Open Sky Policy. 
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IN DECEMBER 2009, the transport ministers of the 

Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) agreed to 

a series of reforms in the airline industry for both 

passenger and freight. The “Open Sky” agreements are 

designed to expand competitive opportunities for air 

traffic in the ASEAN region, supporting regional economic 

growth through increased destinations, higher capacities 

and lower fares.  

To meet its obligations under the agreements, the Gov-

ernment of Indonesia must develop its policies on national 

aviation regulations and industries, airport administration 

and management, and the nation’s commercial aviation 

sector. GoI is creating a Strategic Framework for the Im-

plementation of the ASEAN Open Sky Policy that will arti-

culate an overall vision and specific steps required to 

achieve it. The Indonesia Infrastructure Initiative (IndII) is 

supporting the development of this framework. Its first 

step is a scoping study and rapid assessment of the issues, 

problems, and lessons learned internationally in the de-

velopment of Open Sky policies. 

Gathering Industry Feedback 
The Directorate General of Civil Aviation hosted a meeting 
for stakeholders in which IndII updated attendees on the 
progress of the rapid assessment and solicited input for 
use in the next stage of Strategic Framework develop-

ment. The meeting was held on 31 May 2010 at the Minis-
try of Transport and included a presentation by IndII 
consultants and a Q&A session. Representatives from the 
domestic airlines, airline facilities providers, ground han-
dling companies, and others concerned with the Indone-
sian aviation sector attended. The information shared and 
feedback gathered will help the industry to be better pre-
pared for the implementation of the Strategic Framework.  ̧
